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Sverige har elva nationella raser och delar en tolfte med
Danmark. Atta av de svenska raserna dr erkinda av FC.I.
(Fedération Cynologique Internationale) och den dansk-
svenska gardshunden blev interimistiskt erkdnd 2008.
De internationellt erkdnda jakt- och vallhundsspetsarna
i grupp 5 dr; svensk lapphund, jamthund, vastg&taspets
och norrbottenspets. Jaktspetsarna, svensk vit dlghund
och hdlleforshund &r endast erkédnda i Sverige. Alla @r
ursprungliga raser fran den har delen av vérlden, troligen
sedan urminnes tider. De drivande raserna i grupp 6 ar;
schillerstévare, hamiltonstovare, smélandsstévare och
drever. Gotlandsstévaren dr endast erkdnd i Sverige.
Den dansk-svenska gardshunden &r av pinschertyp och
finns darmed i grupp 2.

Den forsta svenska hundrasen blev erkdnd 1907,
det var schillerstovaren. Den stévare som forr kal-
lades svensk stévare forekom i tva varianter sedan
1880-talet. En av de tidiga uppfédarna, greve Adolf
Patrik Hamilton, grundade Svenska Kennelklubben
1889. Varianterna av Svensk stovare slogs samman
till en ras och 1921 fick den namnet hamiltonstévare
till minne av SKKs forste ordférande. Rasen utndmndes

senare till Sveriges nationalras.
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Sweden has eleven national breeds and shares a twelfth
with Denmark. Eight of the Swedish breeds are fully recogni-
sed by the FC.l. (Fedération Cynologique Internationale)
and the Danish-Swedish Farmdog gained preliminary
recognition in 2008. The Swedish hunting spitzes and
herders in Group 5 that are recognised by the FC.I. are:
Swedish Lapphund, Jdmthund, Swedish Vallhund and the
North Bothnia Spit. Two other hunting spitzes, Swedish
White Elkhound and Hadlleforshund are only recognised in
Sweden.All are natives to this part of the world since time
immortal. The Swedish scent hounds in Group 6 that are
recognised by the FC.. are: Schillerstévare, Hamiltonsts-
vare, Smdlandsstévare, Drever. The Gotlandsstévare is only
recognised in Sweden. The Danish-Swedish Farmdog is of

pinscher type, hence in Group 2.

First of the Swedish breeds to be recognised was the Schil-
lerstévare in 1907.The varieties of the so called Swedish
hound was known since the 1880's. One of the early
breeders was the first president of the Swedish Kennel Club
formed in 1898, Count Adolf Patrik Hamilton. In 1921 a
merger of the Swedish hounds into one breed was made
to honour Count Hamilton and the breed was named

Hamiltonstévare, later announced as national breed.

Om vi fortsitter resan ytterligare sderut och
héller mot vaster och den norska gransen
kommer vi in i dlg- och bjérnskogarna i det
stora landskapet Jimtland. Det dr hér vi finner
ursprungen till den majestatiska jimthunden 3
och hans vita slikting, svensk vit dlghund 4 .
Den senare férekommer numera framst i
Jamtland, Dalarna och Varmland. Bida raserna
ar det perfekta arbetsredskapet for storviltjake,
vilket dr lika traditionsbundet i Sverige som
att gd pa fisketur i andra linder. Det dr fakta
och inte pahitt att sdga att Sverige “stannar”
nér dlgjakten borjar. Sveriges jdgare anser att
dlgjakten dr en mansklig rittighet, sa nir ni
drabbas av en telefonsvarare som siger "det

Representatives of Swedish culture and
nature, from the North to the South

The long, narrow shape of Sweden, as one half of the
Scandinavian Peninsula, provides vast differences in
climate and lifestyle for the inhabitants, their livestock
and the wildlife.

The far North, in Lappland, is the setting for the Same
nomadic tribes, their herds of rein deer and their her-
ding dog, the Lapphund ! .The ancient, cultural
hunting tribes can still be found living like they did
many hundreds of years ago.

A bit further down is the County that gave name to one
very original, Northern hunting spits, the little white
and red spits of North Bothnia, the Norrbotten-
spets 2 .Its habit of finding big forest birds by barking
at the tree where the wood-grouse or black-grouse are
resting is shared with the Finnish “cousin-breed” on the
other side of the Bothnian Sea, the Finnish Spits.

Travelling further down, towards the west and the Nor-
wegian border is entering into Elk- and Bear country of
the vast County of Jamtland.This is where we find the
origin of the majestic Jimthund 3 and his white
counterpart, the Swedish White Elkhound 4,
the latter mainly seen in the Countys of Jimtland,
Dalecarlia andVidrmland. Both breeds are perfect tools
for hunting big game, which is as traditional in Sweden
as fishing is in some other countries. It's fact and no
fiction to say that Sweden stops when the Elk-hunting
season begins. Sweden’s hunters consider it a human
right to go hunting.When the answering machine says
“He’s gone hunting”, it’s not a joke.

Our travels go south, to the North-West part of the
County of Vdstmanland. This takes us to yet another
skilled Elkhound, the Hialleforshund 5 ,a
descendant from Russian owcharka’s that was used
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ar dlgjakt” sa dr det inget skimt utan uttryck
tor svensk kultur.

Var resa gar vidare soderut, till nord-vastra
Vistmanland och ytterligare en skicklig
dlghund, hdlleforshund 5 , en attling till rysk
ovtjarka som en gang i virlden anvindes till
jakt pa varg och bjérn. Utvecklingen av den
imponerande r6d-gula hunden fran det lilla
bruks sambhallet Hillefors dr en fascinerande
historia.

Fortsdttmingen vésterut tar oss till staden Go-
teborg och dess narliggande landskap Vister-
gotland och Vara sldtten dér vistgotaspetsen 6
aterupptacktes pa 1940-talet.

Goteborgstrakten har alltid associerats med
stovare med exceptionellt klockrent skall
och inte minst duktiga har- och ravhundar.
Ursprunget till dessa tanfirgade stovare med
svart sadel kom fran en ung jordbrukare, Per
Schiller. Hans stvare var de forsta som regist-
rerades som svensk ras, vilket skedde 1907
och de fick namnet schillerstévare 7 .

Om vi hade rest rakt 6ver landet mot oster
t6r hundra dr sedan skulle vi férmodligen ha
traffat pa ett stort antal storre gardar som holl
stOvare som de, ritt och slitt, kallade svensk
stovare. De forekom i olika typ men under
1921 sammanslogs de till en ras som fick
namnet hamiltonstévare 8 fOr att hedra Svenska
Kennelklubbens grundare, greve Adolf Patrik
Hamilton. En variant av svensk stovare, i
folkmun kallad gotlandsstévare 9 , var enfirgat
rédgul med smirre vita teckningar. Ndr den
uteslots ur stamboken for hamiltonstdvare
fick den ett fiste hos jigare pd den stora
Hansa-6n i éstersjén, Gotland.

Var resa tar oss nu mot hjdrtat i sdder, det
vidstrdckta landskapet Smaland, kant for sina
djupa skogar och mangfaldiga djurliv. Det var

for wolf- and bear hunting once upon a time. The
development of the stunning, yellow-red coloured dog
from the little mining community of Hillefors is a
fascinating story in itself.

Proceeding westward to the City of Gothenburg and
its neighbouring County, West Gothia takes us to the
planes ofVara where the Swedish Vallhund 6 , the
Vistgotaspets was re-established in the 1940’s.

Gothenburg has always been associated with hounds
excelling in a voice clear as bells and as clever for hare
as for fox.They were originally bred by a young farmer,
Per Schiller who lived outside the well known port.
His hounds were the first to be recognised in 1907, as
a native Swedish breed, they were named Schiller-
stovare 7 .

If we had travelled straight over the country towards the
east,a hundred years ago, we would probably have found
a great number of estates that kept a scent hound for the
hunting of hare, merely called the Swedish hound.They
occurred in different varieties but by 1921 was merged
into one breed, named Hamiltonstovare 8 after
the founder of the Swedish Kennel Club, count Adolf Pat-
rik Hamilton.A variety of Hamiltonstovare recognised in
1929 as Gotlandsstovare 9 was tan-coloured
with slight white markings. When the colour was
banned, so was the entries into the Stud Book in the
1930’s. Hunters in the Island of Gotland continued
breeding them and hence they still exist although in
small numbers.

The travels now take us to the heart of the south, the
vast County of Smdland, known for its deep forests
and wild life. This is where the development of the
versatile Smalandsstovare 10  took place. This
black-and-tan breed of ordinary stature often has a
natural bobbed tail.

In the extreme south, in the County of Skdne is the
“birth-place” of two breeds that we originally share
with other countries.The Drever 11 originates from
the German Westfdlische Dachsbracke which became

Skdne dr framst ett jordbrukslandskap med
slittland och spannmalsodling, likt grannlan-
det i vister, Danmark. I bada linderna fore-
kom en liten ritthund av pinscher-terriertyp.
Den levde sitt liv ganska ouppmarksammat
pa girdarna men togs for given som den
mangsysslare den fortfarande dr. —Den holl
rattor och moss fran spannmalen, den holl
utkik och varnade, den jagade bort boskap
fran kokstridgirdar och grédor och den
passade gardens barn m.m. Den dansk-svenska
gardshunden 12 bevisade sitt virde och 2008
blev rasen interimistiskt erkdnd av F.C.I.

very popular with the hunters in the South in early
1900.The reason was that its short legs made it perfect
for hunting roebuck and deer, game that at that time
only existed in the beech woods in the South. In the
1940’s the Swedish variety of bracke was recognised
and named Drever.

The south is mainly planes and farmland, very much
like our neighbouring country in the west, Denmark. In
both countries a small ratter of pinscher-terrier origin
lived its life on farms, quite un-noticeable but a very
versatile helper; for keeping vermin down, for watching,
for chasing livestock out of the vegetable-garden, for
looking after the children and so on. The Danish-
Swedish Farmdog 12 proved its use,and in 2008
it was preliminary recognised by the EC.I.

The Lapphunds are mainly known as the reindeer-
herder but they were originally used as hunting dogs.
The rearing of reindeer in a businesslike manner is
relatively new. Most probably it was the Sami tribes that
long ago brought the dogs with them to the Northern
parts of Scandinavia. The authentic Lapphund was
facing extinction in the beginning of the 20th century.
The number of true to type Lapphund’s diminished and
the breed could be said to have been saved thanks to
an honourable lady down in the County of Smdland.
She searched for survivors of the true Lapphund and
developed the breed at her estate Thorne during the
1940’s and onwards. As a matter of curiosity; -the

first dog ever to be registered with the Swedish Kennel
Club in 1893 was a Lapphund. The drawing of him
shows a black, long coated and very typical Lapphund,
but with a bobtail!.

Ideal height at withers for males is 48 ¢m; ideal for
females is 43 cm. A variation of 3 cm above or under
ideal height is acceptable.The coat is profuse, standing
out from the body and always black in colour. Nuances
of rusty or a sunburned brownish colour is as typical
as old undercoat that is almost bear brown when
moulting. The Swedish Lapphund, like so many other
spitz breeds is watchdogs as well as devoted to their
family. It is robust, very hardy whether working in the
mountains or up in the snowy fjells. It is easily trained
and always eager to work.

The Lapphund is still used as a reindeer herder but
modern equipment like snow-scooters has reduced the
need for dogs. The breed is nowadays mainly kept as a
companion dog.The Swedish Kennel Club register less
than 100 Swedish Lapphund yearly.

Itis believed that the little spitz from the North Bothnia
area originates from small laikas that in prehistoric
time lived with hunting tribes at the Nordkalotten. It
has survived through selective laws of nature where
survival of the fittest is the code, hence only the really
good hunting dogs had a chance.The versatility of this
hunting dog is well known. The dog that was used as
a model for the standard was for instance known to be
an excellent elkhound. After World War 11 the lack of
interest for this breed resulted in that it was proclaimed
extinct in 1948. But it was proved that the decision was
hasty. The breed had survived at small homesteads in
the wilderness of the North as watch- and companion

Ideal height at the withers for male is 45 cm, females
is 42 cm.

Coat colour is white with clearly defined large, yel-
low or orange patches; patches in other colours are
also accepted. The body coat is rather short and hard,
it is longer on the neck, the tail and the trousers. The
Norrbottenspets is keen and agile. The body is almost
rectangular and with good reach of neck, head is carried

high. Tail is loosely curled over the hip.

The breed is foremost known as an excellent hunting
dog for forest birds.The Swedish Kennel Club registers
ca 100 Norrbottenspets yearly

Jamthund, jagande spets

The Jamthund derives from a large hunting spitz found
in the Forest region of the North barrier of Scandina-
via and Russia. These spitzs’ probably came with the
hunting tribes that migrated to Sweden thousands of
years ago. Two types of wolf coloured spitz have been
recognised in Scandinavia. The Norwegians decided in
1877 that the smaller was to be called Norwegian
Elkhound.

The large variety that was mainly known in the Swe-
dish county of Jaimtland did not match the standard
for Elkhound on several points, especially not for
size. During the 1930’ this was a hot topic that was
frequently mentioned also in the national press. The

solution came in 1946 when the Swedish Kennel Club
decided to recognise the large spitz as a separate breed

under the name of Jamthund.

Ideal height at the withers for males is 61 cm, with
an accepted variation of 4 cm, above or under. Ideal
for females is 56 ¢m, with an accepted variation of 4
cm, above or under.

The coat on the body is lying close, on neck, tail and
trousers it is longer. The wolf grey colouring is in in
nuances from very light to greyish black. On the cheeks,
the muzzle, the throat and over the eyes are typical

cream coloured ”wolf markings”.

The Jamthund is rectangular in body shape, strongly but
not heavily built. He is self secure, proud, trustworthy
and with a kind disposition. He is an excellent elkhound
that can make an elk stand still as hypnotised by his
powerful, monotonous barking. This is the typical way
the breed makes the elk stop until the shots are in
place. There are dogs of this breed that has courage
and sharpness to even stop a bear.The Swedish Kennel
Club register ca 1 700 Jimthund yearly.

The origin of the Swedish Vallhund is not known.
Theories about the breeds past are claiming its origin
to the time of theVikings. But if the Vikings brought
their low legged spitz to the British isles where it might
have played a part in the background of theWelsh Corgi
Pembroke or vice versa; - theVikings brought the Corgi
back to Sweden, we will never know. The grey wolf
colour and spitz like looks gives reason to believe that
it is an authentic Swedish breed but the low legs are
considered untypical for all Nordic spitzbreeds. The
Swedish Vallhund was rescued from distinction in the
early 1940’s and all the remaining dogs were found
in the West Gothia County. The Swedish Kennel Club
recognised the breed in 1943.

Ideal height at the withers for males is 33 cm, for
females 31 ¢m.Variations of 2 ¢cm above and 1 cm
below ideal height is accepted. The coat is fairly short,
close lying and usually steel grey or greyish-yellow, a
more reddish-yellow nuance is also permissible.

The history of theWhite Elkhound is said to have begun
in 1942 in the County of Jimtland.

It happens that an occasional very pale puppy is born
in pure-bred Jimthund or Norwegian Elkhound lit-
ters. This puppy came from very well renowned stock.
Whites were not unusual in the Southern parts of North
Bothnia in the area around Pited and Roknds during
the 1960’s. It was said about them that they had a
special gift to make the elk stand steady, as struck by
lightning. The colour in itself could be the reason as
it might startle the elk. In 1987 the work started to
investigate how many whites there actually was and
also how their capacity as hunting dogs where. They

On the neck
and shoulders it is longer and frames the head with a
mane. Coat colour is darker and lighter nuances of
yellow-red. The muzzle should be dark. It is typical
with very light shades on the bodies lower part and on
the legs. The Hilleforshund is a very typical, strongly
buildt but not coarse hunting spitz.The body should be
rectangular and strong, head carriage rather proud.Tail
is high set and carried loosely over the back.The appea-
rance should be one of energy, courage and strength.
The Swedish Kennel Club recognised the Halleforshund
in 2000 and the standard and the trial rules were de-
cided. Definitive recognition by the SKK will be decided
in 10 years time.

The Swedish hounds, as mentioned before derive from
continental hounds, of the East European type, that
came to Sweden with returning troops during the 1500
and 1600 century. The Gotlandsstovare had its first
standard accepted in 1920, but it was only valid for 10
years.In 1930 it was forst decided that it should be in-
terbred as a yellow variety of the Smdlandsstovare, but
later, in 1934 this was altered and the yellow variety
should instead be interbred with the Hamiltonstovare.
It was a well known fact that occasional yellow puppies
where born in litters of Hamiltonstovare and these were
kept although the colour was not accepted. The yellow
variety was called Gotlandsstévare as most of the dogs
were found on the island of Gotland. Several attempts

were made to have the "yellows” revived again but it
was not until 1989 an inventory was made. Enough
hounds were found to give the yellows a chance. The
breed was given recognition in 1990 for a period of ten
years.The evaluation was extended to the end of 2004.
Discussions about the breed’s future will commence.

Ideal height at the withers for males is 52 cm, with
an accepted variation from 48 to 56 cm. Ideal height
for females is 48 cm, accepted variation from 44 to
52 cm. Coat is smooth, close lying and hard in texture.
Colour is always yellow or yellowish-red with slight,
symmetrical white markings. The Gotlandsstovare is
rectangular in body, noble but with an impression of
strength and endurance. It is mainly used for hunting
the hare. It is the numerically smallest of the Swedish
hound breeds and the latest registration with 17 indi-
viduals was made in 2006.
